First, make your outline as simple as possible.  Also, make sure it helps you in writing your paper.

How your essay differs from your outline
In your essay, the following ingredients go into the following essay parts.


Introductory paragraph (Essay paragraph number 1).  It contains, in this order, your thesis and your two supporting points.  Be brief.  Write smoothly.  Remember, your thesis is a point you are proving!  A thesis is NOT a fact.


Body paragraph number 1 (Essay paragraph number 2).  It contains, in this order, your topic sentence (which is supporting point number one) and then your examples supporting or proving your supporting point number one.


Body paragraph number 2 (Essay paragraph number 3).  It contains, in this order, your topic sentence (which is supporting point number two) and then your examples supporting or proving your supporting point number two.


Your conclusion paragraph (Essay paragraph number 4).  It contains a short summary of your thesis and two supporting points, and then your final say on the matter.  How does this topic relate to you, for example, or how does it relate to Korea or to the world outside of Korea?  Be concise.  Remember, your every word costs you 10,000 won (pretend as if it does).

An example of a good introductory paragraph:


Everyone should eat dark chocolate at least once daily because chocolate in measured doses is good for your health.  First, because chocolate tastes good, it puts you in a good mood, and happier people are healthier people.  Second, chocolate has been proven to have antioxidants, which improve your body’s overall health.
