Linking verbs are 1) forms of be (am, is, are, was, were, being, been), 2) verbs referring to the senses (look, feel, smell, sound, taste), and 3) others (appear, become, remain, seem).  They are nearly always intransitive.  But do note that some can be transitive:  She smelled the rose; he tasted the cake.

Relative pronouns = that, which, what, who, whoever, whom, whomever, whose (p. 21).

Subordinating conjunctions = after, although, even though, as, because, before, once, unless, until, since, if, so that, while, whether, when, whenever, where, why, whereas, then, as if, as soon as, in case, as far as, etc.  These are the most common.  See p. 21.

Correlative = both-and, either-or, whether-or, not only-but also, etc., p. 21.

Coordinating conjunctions = FANBOYS (for, and, nor, but, or, yet, & so)

Note:  It is not FATBOYS (no then—then is a subordinating conjunction; that’s helpful to know when you are taking the Junior English Exam, punctuation-wise, I mean), p. 21.

Phrasal prepositions = according to, by way of, in spite of, up to, with respect to, etc.

See also p. 19 for a list of prepositions.  Eyeball them once.  One may surprise you!

Subordinate clauses are used as subjects or objects.  You’ll know the clause is the sentence’s subject IF you can replace the clause with a single-word noun.  Try it!
