Describe your life after Shorter College.  Discuss the skills that you have developed and/or refined during your enrollment here that will contribute to your success in your chosen career.  Describe the inter-relationship of three courses not in your major that will have an impact on the development of your success after Shorter.

More and more books are being offered in electronic format.  Many people believe that this format will become the preferred format in the future; others say that the e-book will never replace the traditional book outright.  What economic impact (nationally and/or globally) would occur if e-books did become the standard publishing format?  Since e-books can be produced much more cheaply than traditional books, will this change the nature of the relationship between the writer and the publisher, between the writer and the audience?

Copyright laws have not always existed.  Medieval writers borrowed freely from each other’s work.  As recently as the 1880’s, there was no international copyright law.  As a result, Mark Twain saw his serialized Atlantic Monthly essays on the Mississippi River published in England as Old Times on the Mississippi.  He was entitled to none of the profits.  The recent debate over Internet music sites such as Kazaa, Morpheus, and  Napster has once again cast into doubt the ability of an artist to maintain control over his or her work.  Though an artist and a record producer may be able to limit access to CD’s, they cannot keep consumers from granting access to the CD’s they have bought to others through the Internet.  Since the technology that created Napster , Kazaa, and Morpheus will only get better, can songwriters realistically expect to own the rights to their work in its entirety?  Will the recording industry’s current effort to stop file sharing through selective prosecution of offenders be effective in protecting artist from copyright infringement?  

Of what value is the study of literature, art, music, or drama in so-called "professional programs" such as business or management or accounting?

With the introduction of the Internet and World Wide Web, society now has greater access to all types of information.  What impact has the availability of this information made on our society?  Identify the ways in which the Internet promises to improve our world and the ways in which it is a threat.

Recent increased oil prices, a tight oil supply, and unrest in the mid-east have led the Bush administration to propose drilling for oil in the 19-million acre Arctic National Wildlife Refuge in Alaska. Though the Senate defeated this proposal in May of 2003, it is likely that we have not heard the last of this issue.  Discuss the environmental, political, economic, and ethical issues associated with this suggestion.

The Junior English Examination will be administered on March 04, 2004, in Classroom 214 in the Bailor Suite of Sheffield Thompson.  The test will begin at 3:30 p.m. and end at 5:30 p.m.  Students may bring a dictionary to the examination.   All students will need to have with them their Shorter College I. D. 

This administration of the test is only for those students who took but did not pass the Junior English Examination in the Fall Semester of 2003.  This is the last opportunity that these students will have to pass the examination.  Those students who miss the test must repeat English 101 in the Fall Semester of 2004.
